- Debris Basin

- Deflector Berms

- Wire Mesh Fences
- Minor fan works
Channel Capacity
Warning Systems
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Looking upstream at water intake at fan apex.
Possible location for wire fence.
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Wire fence option at fan apex and possibly a location upstream
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Restore natural lobe to help contain debris event (under $5000)
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Increase channel capacity. Ministry of Transportation to determine options.
DFO issues to be addressed.
